A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING PAYMENT TO HAS CLAIMS FOR
SETTLEMENT OF A CLAIM AGAINST THE CITY, AND DECLARING
AN EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, in 2014 two Wayne County residents brought suit against the City, alleging that
numerous City facilities were not accessible within the meaning of the federal Americans with Disabilities Act;
and

WHEREAS, HAS Claims, representing the Ohio Plan, which is the general liability insurer for the
city, retained insurance counsel to defend the City, with the result that counsel negotiated a settlement of the
plaintiffs’ claims, which settlement exceeded the city’s deductible of $25,000.00, and the costs of the
deductible are now owed to HAS; and

WHEREAS, the insurance claims committee has reviewed the claim and recommends payment of the
deductible amount.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOOSTER,
OHIO:

SECTION 1. That the Director of Finance is hereby authorized to issue payment to HAS Claims in the
amount of $25,000.00, which amount is hereby appropriated from the unappropriated balance in the General
Fund.

SECTION 2. This Council finds and declares that all formal actions concerning and relating to the
adoption of this Resolution occurred in an open meeting of this Council or its committees, in compliance with
law.

SECTION 3. This Resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary to the
immediate preservation of the public health, peace, safety and welfare of the City, or providing for the usual
daily operation of a municipal department or division, and for the further reason that prompt action is necessary
to reimburse the claims service, which has already paid such expense; wherefore, this Resolution shall be in
full force and effect from and immediately after its passage and approval by the Mayor; provided it receives the
affirmative vote of at least three-fourths of the members of the Council; otherwise it shall take effect and be in
force from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
