LIMIT YOUR CONTACT WITH COURSE EQUIPMENT WHEN TEEING OFF
AND REMOVING THE DISC FROM THE TARGET. CONSIDER 10FT OR
CLOSER A "GIMME".

WHEN PLAYING DISC GOLF, TOUCH ONLY YOUR OWN DISCS, AND DO
NOT BORROW DISCS FROM FRIENDS.

AVOID HANDSHAKES AND HIGH FIVES WITH PEOPLE YOU ARE
PLAYING WITH.

CONSIDER CLEANING DISC IMMEDIATELY AFTER PLAY OR WHEN YOU
GET HOME WITH DISINFECTANT WIPES OR SANITIZING SOLUTION.

VACATE COURSE AS SOON AS GAME IS COMPLETE TO AVOID
GATHERINGS OF PEOPLE WAITING TO GET ON THE COURSE.

REMAIN APART FROM OTHER PLAYERS WHEN TAKING A BREAK.

AVOID TOUCHING YOUR FACE AFTER HANDLING A DISC.

AVOID SHARING FOOD, DRINKS OR TOWELS.

PLAYERS SHOULD COME TO THE FACILITY NO MORE THAN 10
MINUTES BEFORE THE TIME EXPECTED TO PLAY.

NO EXTRA-CURRICULAR OR SOCIAL ACTIVITY SHOULD TAKE PLACE.
NO CONGREGATION AFTER PLAYING.
